	 Pre-camp Meeting

& CPR Training


	Troop 159 will hold a pre-camp meeting on Thursday, June 22, 2000 from 7:00--9:00pm at the First Parish Fellowship Hall.  We will again be offering the opportunity to complete the CPR instruction and proficiency check required for all aquatics merit badges (and several others as well). Scouts who present a current CPR certification from the American Red Cross or American Heart Association will be credited for this requirement.
At the same meeting, we will confirm pre-camp paperwork to streamline check-in at camp: 

1. Confirm medical forms and review any medical and/or medications requirements;

2. Review Scout’s plans and goals for camp.


	Arrival in Camp
	Please plan to arrive in camp with your son and his gear at 12:00pm (Noon) on Sunday, July 9.  No one will be admitted to camp before Noon!  Troop check-in (and equipment shuttle to the campsite) will be set-up near the Trading Post, and adjacent to the main parking area.   Allow 1½ hours travel time from Westford. (maps attached)  Parking is limited; car-pooling is strongly recommended.

Please notify the SM Tom Teller (692-6968) in advance if you will NOT be arriving in camp at this time.



	At Check-in
	At the troop check-in, the scout (and/or his parents) will re-confirm the scout’s paperwork, check-in the scout’s medications, and load gear for shuttle to the campsite. We will also take orders/payment for the Family Barbecue on Friday evening ($5 per person). Note: The troop will pay for one camp photo for each scout this year!

All medications must be in their original containers, with the Scout's Name, Troop 159, Med Bow Campsite, medicine name, and dosage clearly shown on the printed label. All medication will be kept at the Health Lodge and dispensed by the Health Staff, as prescribed.  The Health Lodge does maintain, and will dispense routine over-the-counter medication for minor aches and pains.  [Exception: after check-in, boys subject to acute asthma attacks or allergic reactions may pick-up and retain their medications.]

Parents are welcome to walk down to the campsite (after check-in), to visit and help with settling in.

When a call is received, a message will be taken for the scout to return the call.  It will normally take some time to locate the scout due to the size of the camp.  The return call must be collect or by calling card.



	Visits in Camp
	Parents are welcome for a day visit to camp.  All visitors must check in/out with the Office in the Service Center.  If you are visiting at mealtime, you may (space permitting) join the troop for the meal (meal tickets are $5 available at the Trading Post).  Overnight visits must be coordinated in advance with the SM Tom Teller (692-6968).  All adults remaining overnight must have a current BSA medical on file at the Health Lodge.



	Meal Schedule
	All meals are served family style in the camp's main Dining Hall, except Wednesday Supper (cook-in-site): Breakfast 8:00am; Lunch 12:15pm; Supper 5:30pm.  The troop sits together at pre-assigned tables, and our scouts take turns serving as waiters at one of our tables.  We will have a small number of extra seats to host camp staff, visiting parents or other guests. Meals are planned and prepared on-site by a professional food service provider; we are again looking forward to good and nourishing meals this year!



	Trading Post
	The Trading Post is the in-camp store for scout supplies such as merit badge books, craft kits, etc., and carries soda, candy, ice cream, patches, tee shirts and other gifts and souvenirs.  This year, the Trading Post will again operate on a CASH-ONLY basis.   Scouts typically spend $25-$35 during the week.



	Health Lodge
	The Health Lodge is staffed by trained medical personnel 24-hours a day, and provides routine minor medical services for sickness or injury, and dispenses all medications. Arrangements have been made with Concord Hospital if further medical assistance and follow-up is required.



	Pick-up at Camp
	This year, the camp program will end on Friday night, July 14 with a Family Barbecue (5:30pm) and the traditional closing campfire (9:00pm).  Camp officials are encouraging families to participate in these closing activities, and you may pick-up your scout and depart camp after the campfire Friday night. (You must checkout with troop leaders prior to departure.)  The regular checkout is set for 9:00am on Saturday, July 15.  We are asked to complete checkout for all scouts and the troop check-out and vacate the camp completely by 10:00 am!
