Equipment Checklist


Camp Wah-Tut-Ca
GENERAL:  We will be "camping" together as a troop in the Medicine Bow campsite (see attached camp map).  Scouts will be accommodated "by twos" in large wall tents mounted on wooden tent platforms, with a sturdy camp cot for each scout.  The campsite will be full this year and every year to come, so every scout will always have a tentmate.  The campsite facilities include running potable water, a community washstand, and flush toilets; the camp showers (individual stalls) are located immediately adjacent to the campsite.

· Each scout must pack in a locking camp trunk or footlocker.  A separate padlock should be used as the 'built-in' locks all use the same key.  For key operated locks, a spare key entrusted to a friend or adult leader is very helpful. (Combination locks are highly recommended).
· All clothing and personal items should be labeled with scout's name, troop (T159), and campsite (Med Bow)

· Scouts planning to participate in the overnight off-site camp (for rank advancement or Wilderness Survival MB) should bring a framepack or rucksack for personal gear on this optional outing.

Prohibited Items
The following items are prohibited at camp.  Possession of these items may result in immediate dismissal from camp without refund.
· Personal electronic devices (radio/tape/CD/MD/etc., personal CB or FRS radios, cell phones, etc.)(Adults can have them, but don’t use them in front of the Scouts. Go a little distance, and then use it.)
· fireworks or similar items, including but not limited to firecrackers, smoke/stink bombs, bottle rockets, etc. (This does not include model rockets you buy at the Trading Post for Space Exploration merit badge)
· aerosol cans of any kind 

· hunting or sheath knives of any size, and personal axes

· firearms, ammunition, and/or personal bows

· alcohol, illicit drugs, tobacco products of any kind

· Leafblowers

Due to the very heavy foot traffic on all camp roads and trails, bicycles are also prohibited in camp. (Unicycles are OK within Medicine Bow).
Camp officials have also indicated that military-style clothing, camouflage clothing, etc. is strongly discouraged.
